Dear Parents and Students:

Scholars’ Night is an evening whereby awards are presented to those students who have
attained honors and high honors consistently, and will be held Wednesday, May 21,
2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the YHS auditorium. PLEASE NOTE THIS DATE IS
DIFFERENT FROM DISTRICT CALENDAR.

The criteria for the awards follows:

Each time that a student achieves Principal’s List status (3.9GPA), he/she earns 4 points.
For every quarter that a student achieves High Honor status (3.5GPA), he/she earns 3
points; for every quarter that a student achieves Honor status (3.2GPA), he/she earns 2
points.

FRESHMEN: Any freshmen who has accumulated at least 8 points will receive a
Tinted Bronze pin.

SOPHOMORES:  Students with 13-19 points receive a Tinted Bronze pin. Bronze
pins are awarded to students who have earned 20+ points.

JUNIORS: 20-29 points earn a Bronze pin. Those who have earned 30+ will
receive a Silver pin.

SENIORS: A silver pin will be awarded to anyone earning 30-39 points. For
those earning 40+ points, a Gold pin will be awarded.

To clear up any misunderstanding, a student may only win each pin ONCE during
his/her high school career. Only one pin will be awarded each year to any one student.
Students are awarded pins based on their class year. For example, a senior who has
earned 27 points will NOT be eligible for a Bronze pin.

If you think you will qualify for a pin, ROOM 320 will be open every day after school
the week of May 8 to May 12" for students to check on their status. It is recommended
that each student check in to reduce the prospect of mistakes. ALL INCOMPLETES
MUST BE CLEARED TO QUALIFY. Current 4™ quarter grades can not be
projected and therefore, can not be included in the calculation of points awarded
this May. If you have any questions it is IMPERATIVE that you see Mrs. Belardo, Eva
Franzova and Brianna Buonagurio in ROOM 320. There will be a list of recipients on
the main office window and the NHS bulletin board.
